In order to comply with NEA publication standards, authors are asked to use the present document as a template and follow the recommendations for the style provided on the NEMEA-6 website (http://irmm.jrc.ec.europa.eu/nemea-6).
Submission of your full contribution
Please submit your full contribution (in English) together with the grant of publication rights, duly signed, by 25 October 2010. See the NEMEA-6 website for up-to-date instructions.
Manuscript preparation
Headings and numbering
Do not use section numbers. The major headings should be formatted as “Heading 2”, the secondary headings as “Heading 3”, etc. The first paragraph following a heading is not indented. If a Heading 3 immediately follows Heading 2, suppress the 12 pts above the Heading 3 (as done in this section).

Subsequent paragraphs have a .75 cm indent. More detailed information on the NEA publication style together with helpful hints are available on the NEMEA-6 website.

Figures and tables
The words “Figure(s)” and “Table(s)” are not abbreviated in the text or in the caption, which is placed above in both cases. Please, see Figure 1 and Table 1 for formatting instructions.

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Table grids should be a weight of ½ point. Column/row headings can be in bold, with 15% shading if desired (see Table 1).
